The Women'’s Studies Program is
growing and branching out in new
directions! Our goal is to encourage
a broad dialogue on gender issues
throughout the entire Colgate com-
munity. All of us need to think
about and understand more deeply
the enormous changes occurring to
women and men in our society. We
reject the notion that there is only
one way to be a woman, or a man, or
a feminist. To promote an open and
free dialogue on these issues, we will
be offering more courses in Women's
Studies, and creating opportunities
outside the classroom where all
members of the Colgate community
can challenge, learn from, and edu-
cate each other.

The most important of our new
departures this year is the creation of
the Center for Women’s Studies.
President Neil Grabois provided gen-
erous funding which has allowed us
to remodel and furnish the Center
on the first floor of Dodge (KED).

We will formally open on

October 24 (see the back page of this
newsletter), but the Center is already
bustling with activity. In addition,
by mid-October, renovations will
allow us to make full use of the
Women'’s Studies Classroom located
right next door to the Center.

I want to take this opportunity
to introduce Kelley Katzner. Kelley is
serving this year as the first Women’s
Studies Program Assistant. She
brings to the program many talents,
as well as the experience of working
at Brown University’s Women's
Center. Among her other duties here
at Colgate, Kelley is responsible for
the day to day running of the

Center’s programs. We have won-
derful meeting space which can be
scheduled by groups of students,
staff and/or faculty interested in gen-
der issues. Everyone is encouraged
to stop by our reading room, look at
our books, magazines, and other
resources, and participate in our var-
ied programs and workshops.

Students Staff
Reading Room

The Center for Women'’s Studies
houses a Reading Room which boasts
a library of books, scholarly periodi-
cals, popular magazines, and
newsletters concerning all aspects of
Women'’s Studies. Thirteen Student
Assistants staff the Center during reg-
ular afternoon hours and in the
evenings (see below). All members
of the Colgate community are wel-
come to use these resources, and to
take advantage of the Reading Room
as a quiet place to study.

In addition to monitoring the
collection, Student Assistants also
contribute significantly to the func-
tioning of the Center. Assistants are
presently working on cataloging the
resources in the Reading Room.
They will soon begin work on the
establishment of a Professional
Services Referral System. This refer-
ral system will provide information
to people specifically seeking the ser-
vices of women professionals or ser-
vices relating to women’s concerns.
Student Assistants will do research
on local and nearby services, orga-
nize the information, and transform
it into a working phone-in system.
